o KDB Community Grants Program
These grants are available to any group of volunteers that needs assistance funding projects
or programs related to litter, recycling (waste reduction) or beautification. Grants are
awarded based on broadness of appeal, community interest and sustainability, among other
things. Grants are only available to groups of volunteers and must be used in conjunction
with Keep Durham Beautiful. Grant amounts can be up to $500 although the Grants Commit-
tee will consider any larger grant request if funding is available.

o KDB Teachers Grants
Any teacher in the Durham Public School System is encouraged to apply for a KDB Teachers
Grant of $250 to be used for programs and events related to KDB's core issues of litter pre-
vention, recycling & waste reduction and beautification.
